· Scholarship Report:  

· The Scholarship Committee, after making a presentation to the Executive Council Meeting members on November 1, 2011, revised their recommendations to one (1), five hundred dollar ($500.00) scholarship to be awarded by the Holy Name Society to a member of the St. Collette Parish for their use to defer costs associated with grade school, high school or undergraduate college educational expenses.  It will be held open to all parish members (NOT limited to Catholic Schools) and can be used for any reasonable education expense.

· The expectation is that this will ultimately be a bi-annual event, awarding both a fall and spring scholarship.  The Holy Name Society Executive Board wants to be able to withhold the announcement of this being a recurring award, pending the group’s financial status at the time of decision.

· The scholarship will be awarded as a random selection from all applicants.  The selection will be made by the parish council.  The parish council will then only be required to confirm that the winner is a member of the parish.

· The scholarship will be funded through the Holy Name Society’s general fund.

· Bob Stamm made a motion to accept the plan as presented.  Mike Pindrock seconded.  The motion was passed by a majority vote.

· Closing.  At 7:31 pm, the meeting was adjourned.  Time for some food, liquid refreshments, and maybe a few hands of pinochle.
